II. Oral Communications.

PAd is looking for new office space.  No later than May 1, PAd needs to move out of its current space.  

Mr. Lonardo has transferred from the Whole Foods in Palo Alto to Cupertino.

Mr. Mason will be parking two KwickCarts at Jungle Digital. They are looking for places to park two more for use downtown.

III. Liaison Update

Ms. Barnes reported the City will be issuing a request for proposal for concession carts in Lytton Plaza.  There is some discussion of requiring signups for use of the free speech area.  Recently, Ms. Barnes has been working with Vans to move into Downtown space.  They will be returning to the Architectural Review Board on March 18 and hope to open by April 15.  GameStop  has also had some problems with its proposed improvements.  The reauthorization will be before the City Council on April 19 and May 17; with the annual report presented on May 17.  The tourism BID will be presented to the City Council on March 8.

Ms. Sandas reported that the Tall Tree Awards will be held on April 29.  Among other honorees, the Downtown Streets Team will be honored as non-profit of the year.  The monthly mixer will be held at Ming’s this evening.  March 24 there will be a ribbon cutting and celebration of 525 University becoming LEED Gold Certified.  The Chamber is working on a new database, logo and website to improve member communications.

Mr. Scharff reported that the Council is working hard on Google Fiber and welcome business input and support.  

Ms. Bijan provided the Downtown Streets Team update and reported that they are still negotiating a maintenance and safety contract for the parking decks.  The police department will be doing more patrols downtown with two officers starting in the next couple of weeks.  The Downtown Streets Team has proposed a contract for the parking district which would require funding of approximately $70,000.  The parking district is looking for that funding.

IV. PAd Update.

Finance – Ms. Bijan is reviewing the list of outstanding receivables and beginning to contact delinquent members.

Reauthorization – The directors will need to approve the annual report at the next meeting and appoint a nominating committee in April.

Roundtable --  Plans for the March 24 roundtable continue.  Architects will be invited to add to the discussion.

Lytton Plaza Events – A proposal for the FarmShop will be presented to the City Council on 

March 7.  

If it is approved, the FarmShop will launch in Lytton Plaza on March 11.

Marketing – Mr. Cruz presented the proposed Jungle Magazine and reported that there will be a benefit fashion show on July 30 and 31.
