II. Oral Communications. 

III. Mr. Emslie announced that he is will be the acting Deputy City Manager since Emily Harrison’s departure. He confirmed that he would continue to serve as the Liaison for the BID.  Mr. Emslie indicated that Frank Benest had  postponed his official retirement date to late August or September.


    IV.   New Business.

Darren Mattinson advised members that he was the acting manager at the Café del Doge in Claudia’s absence. He was welcomed by the members.

    V.  Updates from Formal Liaisons and Representatives.

Ms. Barnes indicated that discussions were in place regarding the 2009 Tour of California. Palo Alto was being reconsidered, not as a prologue City but rather either as a start, finish or hosting a stage of the tour. Ms. Barnes encouraged input from the group. 

   Ms. Lonnquist reported on the Chamber agenda. She mentioned that she was considering sending a letter to City council regarding support for a new parking structure.  She further reported that the propsed city budget, and the utility fee increase would be discussed at the GAC meeting on April 24. The GAC May meeting would cover the issues of the library bond measure and the PAPD building.

   Ms. Richardson reported that the DST was featured in the Silicon Valley Journal. She further reported that the janitorial contracts at Innvision were being granted to the DST. She added that  $26,000 was raised at the April 2 event. Ms. Richardson would like to create a mentor program whereby members of the DST not only get jobs, but are then able to stay in those jobs.

 VI.     Minutes.


Upon motion by Ms. Pappas, seconded by Ms. Yates, the minutes of the meeting held April 4, 2008 were unanimously approved as submitted.

VII. Task Force Updates.


Ms. Gross reported that the effort for the redevelopment/revitalization of Lytton Plaza was on track. The outreach to all interest groups was complete. Upfront expenses are $60,000 to date. The public meeting is scheduled for May 28, 2008 at the Council Conference room.

The committee continues to meet with City staff regularly to review the progress to draw up the letter of intent, and have commitment from the City for the public cash contribution.

Ms. Dykwel reported that the Breakfast Roundtable that was held on April 4 in lieu of the  March Advisory Board meeting, with guest speakers from the PAPD, Transportation Department and Parking. was very successful and had good turn out and good information was distributed to participants and attendees.


On behalf of the Parking Committee, Ms. Gross reported that the new pay and stay machines were installed at the Cowper/Webster and Bryant Street garages at a cost of $15 per day. Members discussed 

The alternative of creating ‘Green Parking’ for commuters to share parking permits. They further recommended this idea be extended to the holidays, providing Green Giving. 900 new color zone signs will replace the existing signs.


The Events and Marketing task force is currently evaluating the details of creating and hosting the Promenade for the upcoming fiscal year.

VIII.
PAd Update

          The BID reauthorization is scheduled for a Public Hearing before City Council on May 12.

          Ms. Bijan indicated that new Board members need be referred and recruited. Robert mentioned that he        would contact the CEO of Green Dimes to determine his interest.

          Robert further mentioned that he had initiated contact with businesses on his block and his efforts as a zone captain were moving forward.

  Ms. Bijan encouraged all businesses to participate in the City’s Bring your Own Bag campaign by   promoting the effort and offering their own promotional shopping bags.

Ms. Bijan reported that the PAd  successfully provided Ambassadors once again to ride the Stanford University shuttles during Admit Week to promote the downtown district to the visiting families. Canvas shopping bags were distributed to the families on the shuttles.
