IV. Updates from Formal Liaisons and Representatives.


Ms. Barnes discussed the Bid Assessments and the outstanding invoices. A gentle reminder letter should be generated either by the City or the BID.


Mr. Emslie reported that he had obtained approval for the lighting at City Hall Plaza on Hamilton.  This could improve safety in the area and make the area more inviting. The City will cover the cost of installation, if the BID pays for the lights. The City requires that the lights be LED lighting.

   Ms. Lonnquist reported on the Chamber agenda and upcoming mixers.

   Ms. Richardson reported that she was in talks over the possible expansion of the DST program to Oakland.

V. Minutes.


Upon motion by Ms. Yates, seconded by Ms. Gleim, the minutes of the meeting held September 26, 2007 were unanimously approved as submitted.

VI. Task Force Updates.


Ms. Gross reported that the effort is underway for the public/private partnership to revitalize Lytton Plaza. A luncheon was held at the GCH for an initial round of fundraising, and several original founders have pledged donations to the project. Ms. Gross, unveiled the preliminary renderings and discussed details of the project. Estimated cost is $700,000, of which the City will pay one half up to the sum of $350,000.


On behalf of the Parking Committee, Ms. Gross reported that the installation of the new color zones signs will begin before the end of the year.  All-day parking will not be installed before the holidays. 


Mr. Lonardo reported that the new sit-lie ordinance is being enforced with some leniency  through the holidays. 


The Events and Marketing task force is working to coordinate the Halloween blood drive with Stanford , but, it does not look promising. Ms. Williams reported that arrangements have been made for Thursday night free music in the downtown on 4 consecutive Thursdays beginning the Thursday after thanksgiving and running through Christmas.  

VII.
PAd Update


Ms. Bijan reported that an informational session for the upcoming Tour of California in February, was held on October 22 at Palo Alto Bicycles. The event was attended by a few downtown merchants.


The Parking Committee has gathered data from other shopping areas, such as Stanford Shopping Center., to determine how it compares with the maintenance schedule in the downtown. 

Ms. Bijan with the help from the city will compose a matrix for the expected services.

This will be presented to the City in the hopes of forming a collaborative, turnkey approach between the City and businesses.

The PAd had negotiated with the City to create quarterly banners for the downtown. This will be a partnership between the PAD & the City. The PAd will pay a one time fee of $825 and the cost of the banners production. The City will pay the cost of installation.

Mr. Vaughan presented preliminary data for the zone captains program. In order to increase communication with members. All board members will be asked to participate in this effort.
