II. Oral Communications

III. Approval of Minutes

IV. Update from Liaisons

V. Update on PAd.
The Directors discussed the mayor’s desire to refer, in the State of the City Address, to the possible closing of University Avenue for events, and agreed that PAd could support such a closure. Mr. Emslie is aware of the issue, and assured the Directors that citations would not be issued immediately.  The City is investigating the issue.  In the near future, there will be a meeting held regarding outside lighting on Bryant Street.
