II. Oral Communications

Ms. Bijan proposed obtaining a cellular phone for PAd business, and terminating the existing land line at Jungle Digital.  The Directors present agreed she should pursue a plan, with a Blackberry donated by Ms. Yates.  Ms. Bijan will communicate with Ms. Richardson regarding whether or not DST would like to keep the existing phone number, and otherwise have it disconnected.

The Directors discussed the upcoming roundtable discussion on the expansion of the Stanford Hospital and the Stanford Shopping Center.  Ms. Arpan suggested a letter to Mr. Emslie regarding PAd’s position on the expansion.  A PAd representative will attempt to attend the meeting.

III. Liaison Updates

Ms. Arpan and the Directors discussed the event held downtown on June 9.  While it appeared successful from the outside, it did not run as smoothly as it could have.  Ms. Arpan and Ms. Gross suggested a meeting between PAd representatives and the City employees involved with the permitting process in the next couple of days to ensure that the proposed promenade on July 20 runs more smoothly.

The Directors contacted Mayor Kishimoto by phone to discuss the location and potential costs of the proposed promenade event on July 20.  The City and PAd will work together to absorb the costs of the street closure and required permits.  

IV. Events and Marketing 

Ms. Williams requested the assistance of the PAd board in obtaining merchant  support for the July 20 promenade.  Currently, the proposed event is progressing, though a final decision will need to be made on the location for the event.

V. Loitering Task Force Update.

The second reading of the new sit/lie ordinance is set for Monday, June 18.  Ms. Gross agreed to speak in favor of the proposed ordinance at the reading, and requested that others be available to do so as well.

VI. Nominating Committee

Ballots are being returned by the members.  Ms. Senti-Willis agreed to count them and report the election results.

VII. Finance Committee

Ms. Bijan reported that there are only approximately $3,200 available for reimbursement from PAd’s funds held by the City.  Funds from PAd’s emergency account may be required to make payroll and pay other expenses until assessments are paid.
