II. Oral Communications

The Directors briefly discussed their continued support of Chief Johnson’s efforts at the police department.  

The Chamber is undergoing changes, with an interim CEO working approximately three days per week.

The Business License Tax will be the topic of the next roundtable meeting on January 21, 2009.  The G.A.C. at the Chamber has also been active in this area.

Ms. Bijan recently met with some landlords and businesses on Bryant Street.  New fences are going around the Walgreens space, and the groundbreaking for construction will likely be soon.

III. Minutes

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the minutes for the meeting held October 8, 2008 were approved as submitted.

IV. Liaison Update

Ms. Gross reported that the next meeting on Lytton Plaza is scheduled on November 17 with Steve Emslie and the City Manager.  There are still design issues to solve for the Architectural Review Board.

V. PAd Update

Ms. Bijan reported that PAd is still looking for a new auditor.  The tax returns will go on extension.  Between $6,000 and $7,000 in additional assessments were collected from the second billing.  Approximately $32,000 remain delinquent (including late fees).  The Directors affirmed that delinquent amounts should be sent to collections.

The recent Roundtable was a success, with a good audience, new faces and a lot of interesting conversations.

VI. Advocacy

November 20 is the Arts Commission meeting for Lytton Plaza.  The next ARB meeting will be in December, and fundraising continues.

Some parking permit holders have complained about having to go underground to park.  The City is working to increase patrols, but looking at private security.  There is some movement for a meeting with the City to evaluate a public/private partnership for a new garage.  The new parking signs have been installed, and there should be news articles regarding the extended time period for parking during the holiday period.

VII. Marketing

PAd’s new banners have been hung.

Alison Williams provided an update on the Winter Wanderland.  She has visited each business, and there is approximately $2,200 in participation so far.  There is interest for an additional $1,800 or more.

VIII. Nominating

Ms. Bijan indicated there is a need for some new board members, with Ms. Lonnquist’s departure and Mr. Lonardo’s as well.  The newest board members have been good additions.  The Directors also discussed the need to make officer nominations.
