II. Oral Communications

Ms. Williams provided the directors with an update on the Tour of California bike race.  It was noted that some businesses may be struggling with how they can become involved, and it was suggested that a meeting be scheduled with PAd to understand how participation can happen.  It will also be important to relay information regarding potential street closures that will affect local businesses.

Ms. Yates reported that SkinSpirit is currently sponsoring a coat drive and is accepting donations.

III. Approval of Minutes

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the minutes of the meetings held October 10 and November 14, 2007 were approved as submitted.

IV. Liaison Update

Ms. Brnes reported that collections to date have been approximately $98,000.  Currently, the City is considering sending a reminder that payment is due to delinquent accounts.  Seasonal banners are scheduled to be hung in the Downtown area next week.

Destination Palo Alto is looking at convention and visitors bureau information; this campaign is a priority for Mr. Benest before his retirement.  Ms. Bijan thanked Mr. Emslie and Ms. Barnes for all of their help to PAd.

V. B2B Community/Block Captain

Mr. Vaughan reported that he has sketched out approximately 20 zones within the Downtown boundaries.  Ms. Yates and Ms. Bijan agreed to put together an information sheet that can be used by the block captains to collect information.  Currently, 9 people have volunteered to participate, though more volunteers will be needed.

VI. Advocacy Task Force Update

The proposed improvement of Lytton Plaza currently looks promising.  Those involved have made progress raising private funds and are working to make the City an equal partner.  Mr. Emslie reported that the City staff will likely recommend funding to the City Council midyear.

VII. PAd Update

Restaurants have been contacted for the January Dine Downtown event.  

There has been discussion with the Police Department on extending parking to three hours in all Downtown lots for the holidays.  There are issues with doing so, but an extension to 2.5 hours may be feasible.

PAd’s current accountant and auditor is planning to retire.  Any recommendations for a replacement would be appreciated.

Ms. Bijan distributed information regarding the cleaning schedule survey that was completed – comparing the cleaning schedule for Downtown to those used at various other shopping areas.  Any input on the survey would be welcome.
