II. Oral Communications.  

There were no oral communications
III. Approval of Minutes.

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the minutes of the meeting held May 28, 2008 were approved as submitted.
IV. New Business.
There was no new business
V. Updates from Formal Liaisons and Representatives.
Ms. Barnes reported that new bills will be sent out in the first week of July.  There are approximately 95 new businesses, and 800 total.
Ms. Kishimoto, City Council Liaison, reported that the City is working on accessibility for the handicapped at the train stations.  The high speed rail measure should be on the ballot in November.  The City Council hopes to have an announcement on the selection of a new City Manager in the near future.

Ms. Lonnquist reported that the Chamber of Commerce has submitted a proposal for Destination Palo Alto.  Interviews will be on July 3.  There will be a meeting to discuss the business license proposal in the near future.

Mr. Emslie reported that a new bid for the Tour of California was approved by the City Council.  The proposal suggests a stage finish on President’s Day at City Hall.  Hopefully, there will be a positive announcement in July.

The Directors thanked Ms. Pappas on a great year of service as Chair of the Chamber of Commerce.  
Ms. Pappas report on the Downtown Streets Team.  From a recent conversation with Ms. Richardson, finances seem to be stronger.  DST is currently doing janitorial services for Innvision in the South Bay.  Nine people have moved into apartments so far.

VI. Lytton Plaza.
The City Council has reviewed the letter of intent and the groups are currently working on a final agreement.  The Architectural Review Board will hold a study session on the project in July.  There is a good head start on fundraising, with many agreeing to donate $10,000 or more.  Groundbreaking will likely occur next spring.
VII.
Members Task Force.
Ms. Cornejo reported that the Promenade will be moving to a newer, simpler idea, due to problems negotiating a contract with someone to produce the event.  Ms. Dykwel spoke, listing her actions to promote the promenade and obtain sponsors.  She expressed disappointment that what should have been a simple contracting process had required three iterations.  She has suspended activities and there will be very limited time to complete a successful event given the late timing.  There was discussion of future ideas for the event, but no resolutions were adopted.

VIII.
Nominating.

Ms. Pappas reported that she has been speaking to five candidates and is still trying to talk to others.  Jeff Selzer of Palo Alto Bicycles attended the meeting and was encouraged to become a candidate.

IX.
PAd Update

Mr. Burton presented information regarding a potential bike rental program for Palo Alto, modeled on the projects in Europe and Arcata, California.  The Directors asked questions and discussed various possible ideas for such a program.
