II. Oral Communications.  


The Directors briefly discussed efforts to link local businesses and suppliers to urge environmental conservation.

III. Approval of Minutes of the March 28, 2007 Meeting.

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the minutes were approved as submitted.

IV. New Business.


Ms. Bijan reported that the draft annual report to the City was sent out to the Directors for final review.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the draft report was accepted as final, subject to a correction to the budget so that it balances.  Ms. Bijan agreed to post the report on the PAd website.

V. Updates from Formal Liaisons and Representatives.

Ms. Arpan noted that the annual reauthorization was listed as a consent item on the May 7 City Council agenda, with the final vote for reauthorization on May 21.  To date, 44 protests have been filed with the City.

Mr. Emslie reported that the Department of Public Works is working on lights for Bryant Street, and is pursuing low energy LED technology.  

Mayor Kishimoto congratulated PAd on the successful loitering task force roundtable breakfast.  She suggested that PAd partner with the Chamber of Commerce to encourage more recycling for businesses, especially restaurants.  The City Council may become more involved in the area.  The Directors also briefly discussed a possible mixer with different downtown design businesses with her.

Ms. Lonnquist reported on upcoming events, including the Legislative Summit on May 4 and the golf tournament.  The next GAC meeting will focus on the proposed business tax, the transient occupancy tax and transportation impact fees.

Ms. Richardson reported that the tip jar campaign will launch on June 9.  She will be speaking at the Palo Alto Community Fund event.  DST continues to perform under contracts with the City, and will be receiving about $47,000 in funding in the near future.  A portion of those amounts will be used to repay current outstanding liabilities of approximately $15,000.

VI. Committee Updates.

The Loitering Task Force held its April 10 breakfast roundtable, which was a great success.  Currently, an expansion of the sit/lie ordinance is being drafted to be presented to the City Council.

Ms. Dykwel introduced the members of the Advocacy Committee – Ms. Cabanayan, Ms. Wilbur and Mr. Lonardo.  They are exploring a second roundtable event involving local design firms.  The Committee is also pursuing, with the City, alternatives for lighting on Bryant Street.  Ms. Dykwel introduced Mr. Levy, who provided an update on the status of the renovation of Lytton Plaza, which is moving forward.

Ms. Gross reported that the Parking Committee should have two “park & stay” machines installed by the end of summer.  Signage will be updated as well.

The Bryant Street merchants are working on an event, to be held concurrent with the launch of DST’s “Care not cash” campaign.  There will be a silent auction to benefit DST, and they are planning to close a portion of Bryant Street for the event.  Ms. Williams reported on the May Fete event on May 5, along with the proposed promenade along University Avenue on July 20.  She is also working on possible banners to be hung downtown during the summertime, and an activity surrounding the grand opening of the Patagonia store on July 14.  

Ms. Pappas provided an update on Nominating Committee activities.  Ms. Senti-Willis proposed that PAd amend its bylaws, to remove the requirement that officers be members of the Board of Directors, but that they be members of PAd.  This will prevent Ms. Bijan, current president and employee of PAd, having to be removed from her position as president in upcoming years.  The Directors agreed that an amendment was desirable, and endorsed the same.
